QUIZMASTER INFORMATION SHEET

· Each question is written as you would read it.

· We expect the question that is on the page to be the one you accept (assuming they give a satisfactory finish).  If they come up with a different question from the same verse, that is not acceptable in our eyes.  In order to be fair to all quizzers, we need to have consistency in the questions.

· The answers are underlined.

· We sometimes put part of the answer in parenthesis.  The part that is NOT in parenthesis is what we would normally expect for the answer.  However, if they give more (such as what is in parenthesis), it should also be accepted-it is usually referenced in a previous verse.  This is not meant to be punitive to the quizzer-but actually to give you more latitude to accept answers.

· As a general rule, we will accept a question that will get the correct answer listed on the page.  This is not a stated rule-we know there is sometimes a very fine line here-use your best judgment.

· The corresponding verse is printed directly under the question.  In case there are any differences in a quizzer’s answer, you will have quick reference to double check their answer.

· The reference is part of the quote.   Therefore, if someone jumps before the reference is finished, he/she will be expected to finish the rest of the quote, including the reference.  You would say, “Flint #1 – Finish the quote.”  They are required to include the rest of the reference and the verse in their answer.

· Call quizzers by their individual number-not their chair number.

Try to be as consistent as possible.  That is the most common complaint we hear from quiz teams.  We want quizzing to be a positive experience.  We don’t want to frustrate quizzing.  But, we also need to know that quizzers know what they are talking about.  That’s a fine line, we know.  Try to do your best.
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
